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Programme Strategy

As mentioned above, this Programme has been elaborated with the participation of partners from both
the public and private sector of the Region.

RWG, taking into consideration the social, economical, and scientific background of Western Greece, as
well as the direction lines for the innovation, has defined four strategic Actions that will ameliorate the
level of innovation in the region. These are as follows:

1 Promotion and implementation of innovations for strengthening SMEs competitiveness through
recent technological advances.

2 SMEs support for easy transition to the new Digital Economy.
3 Use of innovative services in the health and safety sectors for the citizens.

4 Support of organic farming by adoption of innovative technologies.

Furthermore, in order for RWG to transfer know-how and exchange experiences with other prospective
Regions of the European Union that implement similar Actions in their own Programmes, it has foreseen
an additional special Action in its Programme, that is:

5 Participation in an Interregional Innovation Network.

The above Actions have been specialised in appropriate Sub-Actions that cover the scope of these
Actions and better describe them. These Sub-Actions are referred to acts of different kinds (e.g., studies,
market researches, pilot projects, demonstration projects, pilot systems, trial applications, pilot services,
etc.).

There is a clear synergy between this Programme and the ROP WG as well as the ROP IS in Western Greece.
It was pursued in this Programme not to repeat or overlap innovative acts from the aforementioned two
Operational Programmes.

The implementation of the Programme in any Action, except the special one, has been realised in two
Phases:

Phase 1
It included the drawing up of the four Actions of the Programme.

Phase 2

It comprises all those preparatory acts (e.g., studies, market researches, creation of databases, set up of
information Internet websites, creation of new funding means, etc.) that need to be preceded before
any other pilot development or trial application. Afterwards, acts, such as pilot projects, demonstration
projects, trial applications of innovations, funding of innovative technologies, etc., were included in this
Phase.

Every Action of the Programme, except the special one, was carried out through open calls for
proposals. For this purpose, indicative project selection criteria had been foreseen in any Action of the
Programme.

This Sub-Action is aiming at the creation of a Laboratory of Environmental Studies, equipped
with the appropriate infrastructure in analytical organs and staffed with experienced and
specialised scientific and technical staff, which will deal with the determination, the analysis and
the measurement of toxic and dangerous pollutants, which pollute the soil, the underground
and surface waters and finally the potable water and the farming products. Based on the above
analyses and through the use of specific software packages for the prediction of dispersion
of pollutants and the risk analysis for humans and ecosystems, ways of protection from the
contamination and purification of the environment will be proposed.

intrinsic biodegradation by indigenous bacteria of pollutants.

> Development of appropriate software for the toxicological risk assessment for humans and
ecosystems, due to the migration of pollutants in soil and the contamination of agricultural
products.

» Suggestions for technically and economically feasible strategies to stop the further
contamination of soil and purify it.
