Armbandet and Kättsätter are two municipal child-care/pre-school units in the city of Norrköping, Sweden, where we provide day care activities for 170 children in the age range 1-5. We work in accordance with the principles of inclusiveness and 24 of our children have specific learning disabilities (autism, Aspberger’s syndrome, multi-handicap, language deficiencies and socially related problems). Among our pupils there are 11 different native languages represented and a diversity of educational and socio-economic belongings.

In accordance with the principles of inclusiveness (a school for all) we are looking for partners that are willing to cooperate with us to develop methodology and pedagogy aimed at preventing and counteracting social and educational exclusion.

· How can children with specific learning disabilities/handicap be integrated?

· How can we offer a stimulating learning environment for all?

· How do kindergartens/pre-schools in Europe approach and implement salubrious/health related methodology and pedagogy?

· To what extent do kindergartens in Europe stress the importance of balanced diet/nourishing food/out-door activities/physical activity?

· How do our counterparts in Europe implement and integrate the gender perspective in their work?

· How do they approach intercultural issues and cultural diversity?

In the matters above, we have already initiated some contacts with the region of Reggio Emilia (Rimini) in Italy and we intend to engage an Italian kindergarten/pre-school as partners in our project. The project foresees first and foremost an exchange of experiences, a transfer of knowledge and a dissemination of examples of good practice that may help develop our own units out of two different perspectives:

· The child perspective with focus on inclusiveness

· The staff perspective with focus on continuous professional development
