Rudolf Steiner Upper Secondary School in Norrköping

The Rudolf Steiner Upper Secondary School in Norrköping (age range 16-20) is one of around 800 independent Waldorf or Steiner schools around the world. The educational offer in Norrköping, Sweden, extends from pre-school level to upper secondary level (1-20). Rudolf Steiner Education is based upon an understanding of the successive phases of development in human life, a gradual process in which new faculties and maturity emerge in clearly defined distinct phases of human life. The content of the curriculum and the teaching methods reflect these distinct phases.

DANCE IN SCHOOL is a Rudolf Steiner project proposal involving students of upper secondary.  Folkdance, international ballroom dance and modern dance are looked upon as means of improving language and social skills and of enhancing students’ self-confidence. Furthermore, the project aims at promoting an active and healthy lifestyle.

The main objective of the project is to broaden students’ socio-cultural knowledge of the partner countries, learn about special festivities connected with folkdance and about lifestyles when referred to different expressions of modern dance. The general idea is for each partner to convey a cultural message expressed in each of the dances that will be performed within the framework of the project.

A dance project foresees an equal contribution from teachers/students in the partner countries as well as student participation at all the meetings of the project. After having reached mutual agreements on content (dances to be performed and cultural messages to be conveyed), every partner needs to take into consideration matters of parity as referred to balanced numbers of participating girls/boys.
